APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS
INTRODUCTION

One of the objectives for the Society of Women Engineers is to inform young women, their parents, counselors and the general public, of the qualifications and achievements of women engineers and the opportunities open to them.  To assist in this objective, the scholarship program has been set up to recognize and motivate outstanding high school seniors entering engineering studies and continuing engineering students.
ELIGIBILITY
The Society of Women Engineers Baltimore Washington Section Scholarship Program is open only to women. SWE collegiate members will be given preference among current college students.

To be eligible, an applicant must satisfy the following requirements, at a minimum:

1. Be enrolled in, or plan to be enrolled in, an ABET/CSAB accredited engineering degree program.

2. Be in a position to accept the scholarship in the school year for which it is being awarded.

3. Have an overall grade point average of 3.0/4.0 or equivalent.

4. Not receiving full funding for tuition from an employer or other outside source.

5. Be a United States citizen or a permanent US resident.

GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS
1. All application materials must be completed in English.

2. No application materials will be returned; no exceptions will be made.

3. The deadline is March 1, 2008.  Scholarship recipients will be notified by April 1, 2008.

4. Freshman and Reentry Scholarship applicants must be a resident of the Baltimore-Washington metro area.  Sophomore, Junior, Senior and Graduate Scholarship applicants must be enrolled in an engineering program at a university in the Baltimore-Washington metro area. 

5. Scholarship award money is sent directly to your university; no exceptions will be made.  Award money will be provided to the school only one all required documentation is received and processed by the section. 
6. If an applicant receives full funding for tuition from a university, employer or other outside source, the applicant will be disqualified.

7. Do NOT submit photographs of yourself with the application.

APPLICATION MATERIALS
To be accepted for judging, an applicant must submit all required items as listed below.  Incomplete applications or application packages (as of March 1, 2008) will be immediately disqualified from judging with no further follow-up.  Applications postmarked after the March 1st deadline will be immediately disqualified from judging with no further follow-up.  Reference letters and transcripts must be submitted in individually sealed envelopes with the application package.  The following specific items are to be submitted, preferably in one large envelope:
1.
Application Form.  Complete all items in Sections 1 through 5 of the application form and sign the certification at the bottom.

2.
Statement of Activities, Honors, Leadership.  On a single 8.5x11 inch sheet of paper, double spaced, with 10 pt font and 1” margins, LIST (not in paragraph form) college and community activities (high school activities may be included if you are currently a high school, or college freshman or sophomore student), and societies/organizations to which you belong, including years in which you have participated.  Identify leadership positions you have held and any honors or awards you have received.
3.
Professional Data.  On a single 8.5x11 inch sheet of paper, double spaced, with 10 pt font and 1” margins, supply a brief resume of any work experience, including your duties, starting and terminating dates, salary and any other pertinent information.  Briefly describe any research projects, design projects or design teams in which you have participated.

Interests and Hobbies.  On a single 8.5x11 inch sheet of paper, double spaced, with 10 pt font and 1” margins, briefly describe any special interests, hobbies, sport or musical accomplishments.

Transcripts.  Provide official copies (with the school seal) of all transcripts showing grades for the entire enrollment in all schools attended, both high school(s) and college(s).  Reentry applicants must submit transcripts for all work completed in the last eight years.  Please note, no web printouts of schedules or other non-official enrollment verification will be accepted.
6.
Statement of Acceptance/Statement of Good Standing.  Sophomore, Junior and Senior Scholarship applicants must submit a statement or letter from an accredited college or university indicating good standing in an engineering program.  Freshman, Reentry and Graduate Scholarship applicants must submit a statement or letter from an accredited college or university, indicating acceptance for entry into the engineering curriculum for the coming academic year with the application, if available.  If this documentation is not available, the letter or statement may be submitted anytime prior to the formal SWE banquet when the scholarship is presented.

7.
Letters of Reference.  (Preferably typewritten on 8.5x11 inch sheets of paper.)  All applicants must submit TWO letters.  The first should be from a person who has known the applicant for two or more years and who is not a relative or member of the applicant’s family.  For Freshmen, this letter can also be from a high school teacher.  The second should be as follows:
a)
Freshman.  A letter from a high school teacher. 
b) Reentry. A letter from an employer (preferably one who is not a relative) or a high school or college teacher.  
c) Sophomore, Junior, Senior, Graduate. A letter from a member of the engineering faculty (professor, advisor, department head, or dean) who is familiar with the applicant’s academic work and which documents the applicant’s standing in class relative to other students.

8. Applicant’s Personal Statement.  A statement or essay written by the applicant on a single 8.5x11 inch sheet of paper, double spaced, with 10 pt font and 1” margins, which describes what influenced her to select her current course of study, why she would like to be an engineer, and/or how she believes she will make a difference as an engineer.
9. Applicant's Need Statement.  A statement or essay written by the applicant on a single 8.5x11 inch sheet of paper, double spaced, with 10 pt font and 1” margins, which describes why she wants and/or needs this SWE BWS scholarship and how it will help her achieve her goals.
10. SWE Activity and Service (for Sophomore, Junior, Senior and Graduate Scholarship applicants ONLY).  On a single 8.5x11 inch sheet of paper, double spaced, with 10 pt font and 1” margins, describe any involvement with the Society of Women Engineers both with your student section and with the national organization.  Include any participation in SWE-sponsored activities, attendance at SWE conferences (Regional and/or National), and leadership positions held in your student section.
